Step 4: Vetting & Gift Contribution (Rectangle 

Process Shape) 

• USCIS reviews the application and conducts 

comprehensive background checks. 

• Once the vetting is complete, the applicant is 

instructed to submit the $1 million 

unrestricted gift to the U.S. 

government/Treasury. 

Step 5: USCIS Approval (Rectangle Process Shape) 

• USCIS approves the Form I-140G petition 

after the government receives the gift. 

Step 6: Consular Processing (Rectangle Process 

Shape) 

• Once a visa number is available in the EB-1 

or EB-2 category, the applicant completes 

immigrant visa processing with the 

Department of State. 

o This includes filing Form DS-260G, 

paying necessary fees, and typically 

attending an in-person interview at a 

U.S. embassy or consulate. 

Step 7: Enter the U.S. & Receive Status (Rectangle

• Upon receiving the Gold Card immigrant visa 

and entering the United States, the traveler 

becomes a lawful permanent resident
